R1 AWARDS GUIDELINES
DEADLINE: June 15th 

ELIGIBILITY AND SPONSORS:

· Only Region 1 IEEE members are eligible to receive a Region 1 Award. 

· Any IEEE Region 1 member, chapter, subsection, section, or council may sponsor a Nomination for a Region 1 Award. 

· The Nomination Forms can be obtained via the website or by request to the R1 Awards and Nominations Chair.

· Members of the Awards and Nominations Committee (chair and area chairs) are not eligible for the R1 awards.

· Individuals, groups or sections will be limited to no more than one (1) Region 1 award every four (4) years. For example, if an individual wins an award in 1900, then that individual would be eligible for another R1 award in 1904 and after.

· The number of Region 1 awards to be given in any calendar year will not exceed 0.1% of the current Region 1 membership.

REQUIREMENTS:

· Complete and signed Region 1 Award Nomination Form

Notes:

(1) All submissions must be made on the attached form. Any submissions not using the proper form will be returned to the sponsor without review.

(2)  If there are any questions, please contact the Chair of the Awards Committee. If additional information such as a Resume is deemed advantageous to the candidate, a one-page, one-side only Resume may accompany the Nomination Form. Additional material is neither necessary nor encouraged. Stress significant items related to the Award Category selected. 

· The Sponsor's signature is considered as an endorsement of the nominee. Additional endorsement letters are encouraged but not required.

ADMINISTRATION AND PRESENTATION: 

· The Award recipients will be determined at the Annual Region 1 Meeting which is normally held in the summer or fall of each year.

· All of the nominations that are received by the deadline will be reviewed by the Region 1 Awards and Recognition Committee. 

· The Committee will make a determination as to which Candidates should receive an Award and then will submit a formal recommendation to the Region 1 Executive Committee. The Executive Committee will then approve the Region 1 members who will receive Awards. 

· The Award Plaques or Certificates will be given to section representatives. The formal presentation of the Awards will be made by the Region 1 Director, or by his designee, at an appropriate time and location, normally after the first of the next year.
